Course Description

The Level IV/V language course focuses on the continued development of communicative competence in the target language and understanding of the culture(s) of the people who speak the language. It assumes that the students have completed a Level III/IV course and are at a Intermediate-Low level of proficiency.   During this course, most students should move into the Intermediate level of proficiency. They gain confidence in recombining learned material of the language, creating in the language to express their own thoughts, interacting with other speakers of the language, understanding oral and written messages in the foreign language, and making oral and written presentations in the target language. They are exposed to more complex features of the language, moving from concrete to more abstract concepts. Students are able to understand material presented on a variety of topics related to contemporary events and issues in the target culture(s).  So, Spanish is used almost exclusively in the class.

Performance level expected

The performance level expected of all Spanish IV/V students is speaking and writing is intermediate-Mid, as established by the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Language (ACTFL).  This performance level designation means that students are able to use Spanish as a means of communication and self-expression rather than as a rote response in artificial drills.

First Quarter:  Conexiones (textbook and workbook) lessons P, 3, and 4

            Second Quarter:   lessons 5, 6, and 7

            Third Quarter:   El coronel no tiene quien le escriba

             Fourth Quarter:  lessons 8 and 11

Homework
